You will be issued an original rental part to this musical. This part is worth a lot of money and MUST BE TAKEN CARE OF. I don’t mean to shout, but if it is lost, you will be responsible for payment to replace it (over $100). Use only pencil to mark your music, and be gentle with the books.  


Guidelines
Here are some guidelines to follow with regard to our production.

•  Please be early to all rehearsals (the listed start times are “ready to play” times, not “walk through the door” times)

•  All rehearsals will be in the orchestra room until we move to the auditorium. Be prepared to move to alternate rehearsal locations if needed.
•  As we proceed, some rehearsals may be shortened or eliminated if we do not need them.  Its not likely, but it could happen!

•  Have a pencil at all times in rehearsal – be prepared!!!

•  You must practice your parts outside of rehearsal – be prepared!!!

•  Your attendance at all rehearsals is expected unless you are on your deathbed (or REALLY sick).  Even then, be sure to communicate your absence in advance in writing with an animated (picture) discribing your conflict.  If I don’t see you at a rehearsal, there should already be an email in my inbox or a message on my phone.

•  Do not schedule school makeup work during these times.  You know the saying - “I have a prior commitment.”
